The park museum has
exhibits covering natural features and cultural history, Native American life, geology, and oceanography. The park
also has a colorful marina and an 18-hole public golf course. On the bay’s northeast edge is a pristine saltwater
marsh that supports a thriving bird population.

CAMPGROUND: They are only able to accommodate TWO vehicles per campsite - developed and hookups. This
includes trailers and other towed vehicles. Fees include entry for 1 vehicle and 1 legally towed vehicle or trailer.
Additional vehicles will be charged per night at the park.

Check in time is 2:00 pm Friday, September 15 and check out time is 12:00 pm Sunday,
September 17.
